ASSEMBLY PROCEDURES

LAY TOP UPSIDE DOWN ON A SMOOTH FLAT SURFACE., MOUNT ONE SET OF FRAMES TO EACH END

OF TABLE, SQUARED TO THE TOP. TABS WELDED ON FRAMES FOR DIAGONALS MUST BE FACING EACH OTHER
ANGLE IRON ON FRAMES MUST BE BOLTED TO QUTSIDE OF BRACES ON TABLE TOP. FASTEN BY MEANS OF
FOUR 5/16" X 1 1/2" CAP BOLTS, EIGHT 5/16" FLAT WASHERS AND FOUR 5/16" NYLOCK NUTS.

HAND TIGHTEN ONLY AT THIS TIME.

STEP 2
CAREFULLY SET TABLE UPRIGHT.

STEP 3
SET 9" SEAT ON EITHER SIDE OF TABLE TOP MATCHING UP HOLES
IN EACH SET OF SEAT BRACES WITH HOLES IN EACH OF THE SEAT BRACKETS ON FRAMES.
Hand tighten only at this time.

STEP 4
SET EACH OF THE 36" SEATS ON OPPOSITE SIDE MATCHING UP HOLES IN EACH SET OF SEAT
BRACES WITH HOLES IN EACH OF THE SEAT BRACKETS ON THE FRAMES.
Hand tighten only at this time.

STEP 5
FOLLOWING THE FOOTING DIAGRAM BELOW, DIG FOUR INLINE HOLES
APPROXIMATELY 24" DEEP BY 12" ROUND.

STEP 6
SET FRAMES IN HOLES. MAKE SURE TOP OF SEATS ARE 18" ABOVE GROUND
LEVEL AND ARE IN LINE. FILL WITH CONCRETE.
LET STAND 24 HOURS BEFORE COMPLETING ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS.

STEP 7

ALIGN AND LEVEL ALL PARTS AND TIGHTEN NUTS TO BOLTS.
DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN AS THIS WILL CAUSE THE PLASTISOL COATING TO CRACK.
